	This is usually metal but belongs to wind family Flute
	This is also known as kettle drum Timpani
	This brass instrument is coiled up so it doesn’t take up so much space Horn
	This is a wind instrument with one reed Clarinet

like an oboe but plays lower notes Bassoon
	This person is responsible for the orchestra Conductor
	This is the lowest of the brass instruments
Tuba
	To pluck the violin with the fingers is called this  Pizzicato
	The trumpet has three of these Valves

	This is higher than a flute Piccolo
	He or she is second in command Leader
	This instrument is made of wood and is in the percussion family
Xylophone
	This has 4 strings, but sometimes  5 Double Bass
	This can only play one high-pitch note and usually doesn’t play often in an orchestra Triangle
